Maidens Cove R 80,000.00

Situated between Clifton and Camps Bay, Maidens Cove was one of the few beaches previously reserved for the exclusive use of the ‘coloured’
population on the Atlantic Seaboard. During apartheid a fence was erected between Maidens Cove and Bachelors Cove (a beach used by the

homosexual community) as a means of keeping these two groups separate.
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
